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THE WITNESS OF HIM THE GOSPEL OF THE ENDTIME 

PHYSICAL ISRAELI NATION: 

(THE DIVINE WITNESS OF THE FULL REINSTITUTION OF THE TEMPLE, CITY AND NATION OF YISRAEL 

THE NATION INHERITANCE UNTO THE ACCEPTABLE YEAR OF BENDAVID SHOMELOHIM): 

Even as YAHWEH HAELYON HAYAH did effect Divine Covenant with Abraham that out of him would 

stand a Nation that would remain His Eternal Divine Heritage, even The Holy Lot of His Possession 

among The Nations of Adam preached saying "And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the 

LORD appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou 

perfect. And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly. And 

Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying, As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, 

and thou shalt be a father of many nations. Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram,  but 

thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee. And I will make thee 

exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee. And I will 

establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an 

everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee. And I will give unto thee, 

and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an 

everlasting possession; and I will be their God. And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my 

covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations. This is my covenant, which ye 

shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be 

circumcised. And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be a token of the 

covenant betwixt me and you. And he that is eight days old shall be circumcised among you, every 

man child in your generations, he that is born in the house, or bought with money of any stranger, 

which is not of thy seed. He that is born in thy house, and he that is bought with thy money, must 

needs be circumcised: and my covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant. And the 

uncircumcised man child whose flesh of his foreskin is not circumcised, that soul shall be cut off from 

his people; he hath broken my covenant. And God said unto Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife, thou 

shalt not call her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be. And I will bless her, and give thee a son 

also of her: yea, I will bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of people shall be of her. 

Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart, Shall a child be born unto him 

that is an hundred years old? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear? And Abraham said unto 

God, O that Ishmael might live before thee! And God said, Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son 

indeed; and thou shalt call his name Isaac: and I will establish my covenant with him for an 

everlasting covenant, and with his seed after him." 

 

Moreover, this stands The Divine Israel Nation Covenant made of YAHWEH HAELYON HAYAH with 

Abraham and fulfilled unto Dispensation in Jacob who was then Named Israel and his sons became 

The Twelve Tribes of The Holy Nation of Israel, even The Covenant pronounced saying "And Jacob 

was left alone; and there wrestled a man with him until the breaking of the day. And when he saw 

that he prevailed not against him, he touched the hollow of his thigh; and the hollow of Jacob's thigh 

was out of joint, as he wrestled with him. And he said, Let me go, for the day breaketh. And he said, I 

will not let thee go, except thou bless me. And he said unto him, What is thy name? And he said, 

Jacob. And he said, Thy name shall be called no more Jacob, but Israel: for as a prince hast thou 

power with God and with men, and hast prevailed. And Jacob asked him, and said, Tell me, I pray 

thee, thy name. And he said, Wherefore is it that thou dost ask after my name? And he blessed him 

there. And Jacob called the name of the place Peniel: for I have seen God face to face, and my life is 
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preserved. And as he passed over Penuel the sun rose upon him, and he halted upon his thigh. 

Therefore the children of Israel eat not of the sinew which shrank, which is upon the hollow of the 

thigh, unto this day: because he touched the hollow of Jacob's thigh in the sinew that shrank;" and 

"And God appeared unto Jacob again, when he came out of Padanaram, and blessed him. And God 

said unto him, Thy name is Jacob: thy name shall not be called any more Jacob, but Israel shall be thy 

name: and he called his name Israel. And God said unto him, I am God Almighty: be fruitful and 

multiply; a nation and a company of nations shall be of thee, and kings shall come out of thy loins; 

And the land which I gave Abraham and Isaac, to thee I will give it, and to thy seed after thee will I 

give the land.0 And God went up from him in the place where he talked with him. And Jacob set up a 

pillar in the place where he talked with him, even a pillar of stone: and he poured a drink offering 

thereon, and he poured oil thereon. And Jacob called the name of the place where God spake with 

him, Bethel." 

 

Definitively, Israel stands The Nation of The Divine Covenant of The Chosen of YAHWEH HAELYON 

HAYAH to stand His Inheritance among The Nations, even The Nation purposed and predestinated 

before the beginning unto standing The Kingdom of YAHWEH HAELOSHUA HAMASHIACH Who in The 

Day of His Incarnation was named Yeshua HaMashiach D'Nzareth BenDavid, Who shall soon effect 

His Coming unto The taking of The Kingdom and unto The Dispensation of Heavenly Glory 

throughout The Earth, even the fulfillment of The Prophecy pronounced of Gabriel The Angel of The 

Presence and Messenger of The Covenant saying "And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent 

from God unto a city of Galilee, named Nazareth, To a virgin espoused to a man whose name was 

Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin's name was Mary. And the angel came in unto her, and 

said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women. And 

when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying, and cast in her mind what manner of salutation 

this should be. And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God. 

And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS. 

He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him 

the throne of his father David: And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his 

kingdom there shall be no end. Then said Mary unto the angel, How shall this be, seeing I know not a 

man? And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the 

power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of 

thee shall be called the Son of God. And, behold, thy cousin Elisabeth, she hath also conceived a son 

in her old age: and this is the sixth month with her, who was called barren. For with God nothing 

shall be impossible." 

 

Thus there is The Nation Israel The Kingdom of Yeshua Hamashiach D'Nzareth ShomElohim, which 

does stand the constitutional composition of Citizenry being both Jewish and Gentile preached 

saying "For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not 

of works, lest any man should boast. For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good 

works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them. Wherefore remember, that ye 

being in time past Gentiles in the flesh, who are called Uncircumcision by that which is called the 

Circumcision in the flesh made by hands; That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from 

the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and 

without God in the world: But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by 

the blood of Christ. For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle 

wall of partition between us; Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of 
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commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making 

peace; And that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity 

thereby: And came and preached peace to you which were afar off, and to them that were nigh. For 

through him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father. Now therefore ye are no more  

strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints, and of the household of God; And are 

built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner 

stone; In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord: In 

whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit."  

 

It therefore stands that although there is The Order of Circumcision of Heart unto Israeli Citizenship, 

even Salvation by Grace and Faith in Yeshua HaMashiach D'Nzareth, it does not follow that The 

Mosaic Order of Circumcision Of Flesh and Protocol of Life by perfect obedience and adhering to The 

Law and Aaronic Sacrifice stood annulled, but it remains that one able to perfectly observe the 

fullness of the commandment and ordinances preached of Moses shall stand an heir of life 

everlasting, thus The New Testament of Yeshua HaMashiach D'Nzareth though being the fulfillment 

of The Old Testament was not the annulment of The Abrahamic and Mosaic Testament, where the 

Mosaic Testament shall in Truth remain, endure and continue until the Coming of Yeshua 

HaMashiach to effect The Kingdom by the destruction and defeat of the beast and his armies, even 

as was preached saying "And I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvellous, seven angels 

having the seven last plagues; for in them is filled up the wrath of God. And I saw as it were a sea of 

glass mingled with fire: and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and 

over his mark, and over the number of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God. 

And they sing the song of Moses the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying, Great and 

marvellous are thy works, Lord God Almighty; just and true are thy ways, thou King of saints. Who 

shall not fear thee, O Lord, and glorify thy name? for thou only art holy: for all nations shall come 

and worship before thee; for thy judgments are made manifest." 

 

Moreover as was preached saying "For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this 

mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, 

until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in. And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There 

shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob: For this is my 

covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins. As concerning the gospel, they are enemies 

for your sakes: but as touching the election, they are beloved for the fathers' sakes. For the gifts and 

calling of God are without repentance. For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now 

obtained mercy through their unbelief: Even so have these also now not believed, that through your 

mercy they also may obtain mercy. For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have 

mercy upon all. O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! how 

unsearchable are his judgments, and his ways past finding out! For who hath known the mind of the 

Lord? or who hath been his counsellor? Or who hath first given to him, and it shall be recompensed 

unto him again? For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. 

Amen:" IT THEREFORE REMAINS THAT THE PHYSICAL ISRAELI NATION AMONG ALL THE NATIONS 

OF THE EARTH REMAINS THE DIVINE CHOSEN NATION OF HIS DIVINE HERITAGE BEING SEPARATED 

BY COVENANT OF PHYSICAL CIRCUMCISION OF LOINS, EVEN AS IT IS AN ETERNAL COVENANT THAT 

WAS MADE AND EFFECTED OF YAHWEH HAELYON HAYAH WITHOUT REPENTANCE: EVEN UNTIL 

THE LAST HOUR, ISRAEL REMAINS THE CHOSEN NATION AND BELOVED PEOPLE OF YAHWEH 
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HAELYON HAYAH ELELOHEISRAEL, WHOSE NAME REMAINS THE LORD GOD OF ABRAHAM, ISAAC 

AND JACOB. 

 

It stands that by The Spirit of YAHWEH HAELYON HAYAH was pronounced that there would be an 

Endtime Regathering of Israel scattered throughout The Nations, even where Israel would be 

cancelled as a Nation in their land, it was pronounced that there would be Divinely effected The Full 

National Restoration by the gathering of the Jews scattered throughout All Nations and thus Revival 

of Israeli Nationality in its land prophesied saying "At the same time, saith the LORD, will I be the 

God of all the families of Israel, and they shall be my people. Thus saith the LORD, The people which 

were left of the sword found grace in the wilderness; even Israel, when I went to cause him to rest. 

The LORD hath appeared of old unto me, saying, Yea, I have loved thee with an everlasting lov e: 

therefore with lovingkindness have I drawn thee. Again I will build thee, and thou shalt be built, O 

virgin of Israel: thou shalt again be adorned with thy tabrets, and shalt go forth in the dances of 

them that make merry. Thou shalt yet plant vines upon the mountains of Samaria: the planters shall 

plant, and shall eat them as common things. For there shall be a day, that the watchmen upon the 

mount Ephraim shall cry, Arise ye, and let us go up to Zion unto the LORD our God. For thus saith the 

LORD; Sing with gladness for Jacob, and shout among the chief of the nations: publish ye, praise ye, 

and say, O LORD, save thy people, the remnant of Israel. Behold, I will bring them from the north 

country, and gather them from the coasts of the earth, and with them the blind and the lame, the 

woman with child and her that travaileth with child together: a great company shall return thither. 

They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause them to walk by 

the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and 

Ephraim is my firstborn. Hear the word of the LORD, O ye nations, and declare it in the isles afar off, 

and say, He that scattered Israel will gather him, and keep him, as a shepherd doth his flock. For the 

LORD hath redeemed Jacob, and ransomed him from the hand of him that was stronger than he. 

Therefore they shall come and sing in the height of Zion, and shall flow together to the goodness of 

the LORD, for wheat, and for wine, and for oil, and for the young of the flock and of the herd: and 

their soul shall be as a watered garden; and they shall not sorrow any more at all. Then shall the 

virgin rejoice in the dance, both young men and old together: for I will turn their mourning into joy, 

and will comfort them, and make them rejoice from their sorrow. And I will satiate the soul of the 

priests with fatness, and my people shall be satisfied with my goodness, saith the LORD."  

 

This too stands that Restoration that was preached and prophesied saying "Also, thou son of man, 

prophesy unto the mountains of Israel, and say, Ye mountains of Israel, hear the word of the LORD: 

Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because the enemy hath said against you, Aha, even the ancient high 

places are ours in possession: Therefore prophesy and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because they 

have made you desolate, and swallowed you up on every side, that ye might be a possession unto 

the residue of the heathen, and ye are taken up in the lips of talkers, and are an infamy of the 

people: Therefore, ye mountains of Israel, hear the word of the Lord GOD; Thus saith the Lord GOD 

to the mountains, and to the hills, to the rivers, and to the valleys, to the desolate wastes, and to the 

cities that are forsaken, which became a prey and derision to the residue of the heathen that are 

round about; Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Surely in the fire of my jealousy have I spoken 

against the residue of the heathen, and against all Idumea, which have appointed my land into their 

possession with the joy of all their heart, with despiteful minds, to cast it out for a prey. Prophesy 

therefore concerning the land of Israel, and say unto the mountains, and to the hills, to the rivers, 

and to the valleys, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I have spoken in my jealousy and in my fury, 
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because ye have borne the shame of the heathen: Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; I have lifted 

up mine hand, Surely the heathen that are about you, they shall bear their shame. But ye, O 

mountains of Israel, ye shall shoot forth your branches, and yield your fruit to my people of Israel; 

for they are at hand to come. For, behold, I am for you, and I will turn unto you, and ye shall be tilled 

and sown: And I will multiply men upon you, all the house of Israel, e ven all of it: and the cities shall 

be inhabited, and the wastes shall be builded: And I will multiply upon you man and beast; and they 

shall increase and bring fruit: and I will settle you after your old estates, and will do better unto you 

than at your beginnings: and ye shall know that I am the LORD. Yea, I will cause men to walk upon 

you, even my people Israel; and they shall possess thee, and thou shalt be their inheritance, and 

thou shalt no more henceforth bereave them of men. Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because they say 

unto you, Thou land devourest up men, and hast bereaved thy nations; Therefore thou shalt devour 

men no more, neither bereave thy nations any more, saith the Lord GOD. Neither will I cause men to 

hear in thee the shame of the heathen any more, neither shalt thou bear the reproach of the people 

any more, neither shalt thou cause thy nations to fall any more, saith the Lord GOD." 

 

This too stands the same conversation that was preached saying "Moreover the word of the LORD 

came unto me, saying, Son of man, when the house of Israel dwelt in their own land, they defiled it 

by their own way and by their doings: their way was before me as the uncleanness of a removed 

woman. Wherefore I poured my fury upon them for the blood that they had shed upon the land, and 

for their idols wherewith they had polluted it: And I scattered them among the heathen, and they 

were dispersed through the countries: according to their way and according to their doings I judged 

them. And when they entered unto the heathen, whither they went, they profaned my holy name, 

when they said to them, These are the people of the LORD, and are gone forth out of his land. But I 

had pity for mine holy name, which the house of Israel had profaned among the heathen, whither 

they went. Therefore say unto the house of Israel, Thus saith the Lord GOD; I do not this for your 

sakes, O house of Israel, but for mine holy name's sake, which ye have profaned among the heathen, 

whither ye went. And I will sanctify my great name, which was profaned among the heathen, which 

ye have profaned in the midst of them; and the heathen shall know that I am the LORD, saith the 

Lord GOD, when I shall be sanctified in you before their eyes. For I will take you from among the 

heathen, and gather you out of all countries, and will bring you into your own land." 

 

It too stands that in this regathered Israel from All Nations shall be effected Divine Passover Revival 

unto calling upon The Name of Yeshua HaMashiach D'Nzareth by many Restored Jews, even The 

Divine Order of Salvation through HaMashiach by especially The Prophetic and Evangelical Ministry 

born of The Voice of The Seventh Angel Sounded unto the dispensation of The Divine Revival of The 

Last Hour, even as was preached saying "Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be 

clean: from all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you. A new heart also will I give 

you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and 

I will give you an heart of flesh. And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my 

statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them. And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to 

your fathers; and ye shall be my people, and I will be your God. I wi ll also save you from all your 

uncleannesses: and I will call for the corn, and will increase it, and lay no famine upon you. And I will 

multiply the fruit of the tree, and the increase of the field, that ye shall receive no more reproach of 

famine among the heathen. Then shall ye remember your own evil ways, and your doings that were 

not good, and shall lothe yourselves in your own sight for your iniquities and for your abominations. 

Not for your sakes do I this, saith the Lord GOD, be it known unto you: be ashamed and confounded

for your own ways, O house of Israel. Thus saith the Lord GOD; In the day that I shall have cleansed 

you from all your iniquities I will also cause you to dwell in the cities, and the wastes shall be 

builded. And the desolate land shall be tilled, whereas it lay desolate in the sight of all that passed 

by. And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like the garden of Eden; and the waste 

and desolate and ruined cities are become fenced, and are inhabited. Then the heathen that are left 

round about you shall know that I the LORD build the ruined places, and plant that that was 

desolate: I the LORD have spoken it, and I will do it. Thus saith the Lord GOD; I will yet for this be 

enquired of by the house of Israel, to do it for them; I will increase them with men like a flock. As the 

holy flock, as the flock of Jerusalem in her solemn feasts; so shall the waste cities be filled with flocks 

of men: and they shall know that I am the LORD;" and "And it shall come to pass afterward, that I 

will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men 

shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions: And also upon the servants and upon the 

handmaids in those days will I pour out my spirit. And I will shew wonders in the heavens and in the 

earth, blood, and fire, and pillars of smoke. The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into 

blood, before the great and the terrible day of the LORD come. And it shall come to pass, that 

whosoever shall call on the name of the LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem 

shall be deliverance, as the LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom the LORD shall call."  

 

It is at this time that shall be effected The Building and Reinstitution of The Temple of The Last Hour 

Prophesied of Ezekiel, even The Temple of The Mount of Olives, and so too shall The Levitical 

Reinstitution of Patter of Ministry and Service be fully Restored in accordance with the defined 

witness of Ezekiel, even The Full Restoration of The Daily Sacrifice, The Morning and evening 

Oblations of sacrificial lambs, and too The Day of Atonement being Yom Kippor by The Reinstituted 

Aaronic and Levitical Priesthood, as well as all The Ordinances of Holy Days, Sabbaths and 

Priedthood, even as was preached saying "In the five and twentieth year of our captivity, in the 

beginning of the year, in the tenth day of the month, in the fourteenth year after that the city was 

smitten, in the selfsame day the hand of the LORD was upon me, and brought me thither. In the 

visions of God brought he me into the land of Israel, and set me upon a very high mountain, by 

which was as the frame of a city on the south. And he brought me thither, and, behold, there was a 

man, whose appearance was like the appearance of brass, with a line of flax in his hand, and a 

measuring reed; and he stood in the gate. And the man said unto me, Son of man, behold with thine 

eyes, and hear with thine ears, and set thine heart upon all that I shall shew thee; for to  the intent 

that I might shew them unto thee art thou brought hither: declare all that thou seest to the house of 

Israel. And behold a wall on the outside of the house round about, and in the man's hand a 

measuring reed of six cubits long by the cubit and an hand breadth: so he measured the breadth of 

the building, one reed; and the height, one reed. Then came he unto the gate which looketh toward 

the east, and went up the stairs thereof, and measured the threshold of the gate, which was one 

reed broad; and the other threshold of the gate, which was one reed broad. And every little 

chamber was one reed long, and one reed broad; and between the little chambers were five cubits; 

and the threshold of the gate by the porch of the gate within was one reed. He measured also the 

porch of the gate within, one reed. Then measured he the porch of the gate, eight cubits; and the 

posts thereof, two cubits; and the porch of the gate was inward. And the little chambers of the gate 

eastward were three on this side, and three on that side; they three were of one measure: and the 

posts had one measure on this side and on that side. And he measured the breadth of the entry of 

the gate, ten cubits; and the length of the gate, thirteen cubits. The space also before the little 

chambers was one cubit on this side, and the space was one cubit on that side: and the little 

chambers were six cubits on this side, and six cubits on that side." 
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Which description of The Temple Architectural Pattern and Design was continued saying "He 

measured then the gate from the roof of one little chamber to the roof of another: the breadth was 

five and twenty cubits, door against door. He made also posts of threescore cubits, even unto the 

post of the court round about the gate. And from the face of the  gate of the entrance unto the face 

of the porch of the inner gate were fifty cubits. And there were narrow windows to the little 

chambers, and to their posts within the gate round about, and likewise to the arches: and windows 

were round about inward: and upon each post were palm trees. Then brought he me into the 

outward court, and, lo, there were chambers, and a pavement made for the court round about: 

thirty chambers were upon the pavement. And the pavement by the side of the gates over against 

the length of the gates was the lower pavement. Then he measured the breadth from the forefront 

of the lower gate unto the forefront of the inner court without, an hundred cubits eastward and 

northward. And the gate of the outward court that looked toward the north, he measured the 

length thereof, and the breadth thereof. And the little chambers thereof were three on this side and 

three on that side; and the posts thereof and the arches thereof were after the measure of the first 

gate: the length thereof was fifty cubits, and the breadth five and twenty cubits. And their windows, 

and their arches, and their palm trees, were after the measure of the gate that looketh toward the 

east; and they went up unto it by seven steps; and the arches thereof were before them. An d the 

gate of the inner court was over against the gate toward the north, and toward the east; and he 

measured from gate to gate an hundred cubits. After that he brought me toward the south, and 

behold a gate toward the south: and he measured the posts thereof and the arches thereof 

according to these measures." 

 

Which description of The Temple Architectural Pattern and Design was continued saying "And there 

were windows in it and in the arches thereof round about, like those windows: the length was fifty 

cubits, and the breadth five and twenty cubits. And there were seven steps to go up to it, and the 

arches thereof were before them: and it had palm trees, one on this side, and another on that side, 

upon the posts thereof. And there was a gate in the inner court toward the south: and he measured 

from gate to gate toward the south an hundred cubits. And he brought me to the inner court by the 

south gate: and he measured the south gate according to these measures; And the little chambers 

thereof, and the posts thereof, and the arches thereof, according to these measures: and there were 

windows in it and in the arches thereof round about: it was fifty cubits long, and five and twenty 

cubits broad. And the arches round about were five and twenty cubits long, and five cubits broad. 

And the arches thereof were toward the utter court; and palm trees were upon the posts thereof: 

and the going up to it had eight steps. And he brought me into the inner court toward the east: and 

he measured the gate according to these measures. And the little chambers thereof, and the posts 

thereof, and the arches thereof, were according to these measures: and there were windows therein 

and in the arches thereof round about: it was fifty cubits long, and five and twenty cubits broad. And  

the arches thereof were toward the outward court; and palm trees were upon the posts thereof, on 

this side, and on that side: and the going up to it had eight steps. And he brought me to the north 

gate, and measured it according to these measures; The little chambers thereof, the posts thereof, 

and the arches thereof, and the windows to it round about: the length was fifty cubits, and the 

breadth five and twenty cubits. And the posts thereof were toward the utter court; and palm trees 

were upon the posts thereof, on this side, and on that side: and the going up to it had eight steps. 

And the chambers and the entries thereof were by the posts of the gates, where they washed the 
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burnt offering. And in the porch of the gate were two tables on this side, and two tables on that side, 

to slay thereon the burnt offering and the sin offering and the trespass offering."  

 

Which description of The Temple Architectural Pattern and Design was continued saying "And at the 

side without, as one goeth up to the entry of the north gate, were two tables; and on the other side, 

which was at the porch of the gate, were two tables. Four tables were on this side, and four tables 

on that side, by the side of the gate; eight tables, whereupon they slew their sacrifices. And the four 

tables were of hewn stone for the burnt offering, of a cubit and an half long, and a cubit and an half 

broad, and one cubit high: whereupon also they laid the instruments wherewith they slew the burnt 

offering and the sacrifice. And within were hooks, an hand broad, fastened round about: and upon 

the tables was the flesh of the offering. And without the inner gate were the chambers of the singers 

in the inner court, which was at the side of the north gate; and their prospect was toward the south: 

one at the side of the east gate having the prospect toward the north. And he said unto me, This 

chamber, whose prospect is toward the south, is for the priests, the keepers of the charge of the 

house. And the chamber whose prospect is toward the north is for the priests, the keepers of the 

charge of the altar: these are the sons of Zadok among the sons of Levi, which come near to the 

LORD to minister unto him. So he measured the court, an hundred cubits long, and an hundred 

cubits broad, foursquare; and the altar that was before the house. And he brought me to the porch 

of the house, and measured each post of the porch, five cubits on this side, and five cubits on that 

side: and the breadth of the gate was three cubits on this side, and three cubits on that side. The  

length of the porch was twenty cubits, and the breadth eleven cubits; and he brought me by the 

steps whereby they went up to it: and there were pillars by the posts, one on this side, and another 

on that side." 

 

Which description of The Temple Architectural Pattern and Design was continued saying "Afterward 

he brought me to the temple, and measured the posts, six cubits broad on the one side, and six 

cubits broad on the other side, which was the breadth of the tabernacle. And the breadth of the 

door was ten cubits; and the sides of the door were five cubits on the one side, and five cubits on 

the other side: and he measured the length thereof, forty cubits: and the breadth, twenty cubits. 

Then went he inward, and measured the post of the door, two cubits; and the door, six cubits; and 

the breadth of the door, seven cubits. So he measured the length thereof, twenty cubits; and the 

breadth, twenty cubits, before the temple: and he said unto me, This is the most holy place. After he 

measured the wall of the house, six cubits; and the breadth of every side chamber, four cubits, 

round about the house on every side. And the side chambers were three, one over another, and 

thirty in order; and they entered into the wall which was of the house for the side chambers ro und 

about, that they might have hold, but they had not hold in the wall of the house. And there was an 

enlarging, and a winding about still upward to the side chambers: for the winding about of the house 

went still upward round about the house: therefore the breadth of the house was still upward, and 

so increased from the lowest chamber to the highest by the midst. I saw also the height of the house 

round about: the foundations of the side chambers were a full reed of six great cubits. The thickness 

of the wall, which was for the side chamber without, was five cubits: and that which was left was the 

place of the side chambers that were within. And between the chambers was the wideness of 

twenty cubits round about the house on every side. And the doors of the  side chambers were 

toward the place that was left, one door toward the north, and another door toward the south: and 

the breadth of the place that was left was five cubits round about. Now the building that was before 
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the separate place at the end toward the west was seventy cubits broad; and the wall of the building 

was five cubits thick round about, and the length thereof ninety cubits." 

 

Which description of The Temple Architectural Pattern and Design was continued saying "So he 

measured the house, an hundred cubits long; and the separate place, and the building, with the 

walls thereof, an hundred cubits long; Also the breadth of the face of the house, and of the separate 

place toward the east, an hundred cubits. And he measured the length of the building over against 

the separate place which was behind it, and the galleries thereof on the one side and on the other 

side, an hundred cubits, with the inner temple, and the porches of the court; The door posts, and 

the narrow windows, and the galleries round about on their three stories, over against the door, 

cieled with wood round about, and from the ground up to the windows, and the windows were 

covered; To that above the door, even unto the inner house, and without, and by all the wall round 

about within and without, by measure. And it was made with cherubims and palm trees, so that a 

palm tree was between a cherub and a cherub; and every cherub had two faces; So that the face of a 

man was toward the palm tree on the one side, and the face of a young lion toward the palm tree on 

the other side: it was made through all the house round about. From the ground unto above the 

door were cherubims and palm trees made, and on the wall of the temple. The posts of the temple 

were squared, and the face of the sanctuary; the appearance of the one as the appearance of the 

other. The altar of wood was three cubits high, and the length thereof two cubits; and the corners 

thereof, and the length thereof, and the walls thereof, were of wood: and he said unto me, This is 

the table that is before the LORD. And the temple and the sanctuary had two doors. And the doors 

had two leaves apiece, two turning leaves; two leaves for the one door, and two leaves for the other 

door. And there were made on them, on the doors of the temple, cherubims and palm trees, like as 

were made upon the walls; and there were thick planks upon the face of the porch without. And 

there were narrow windows and palm trees on the one side and on the other side, on the sides of 

the porch, and upon the side chambers of the house, and thick planks." 

 

Moreover about the consecration and sanctification of The Endtime Temple it was preached saying 

"Afterward he brought me to the gate, even the gate that looketh toward the east: And, behold, the 

glory of the God of Israel came from the way of the east: and his voice was like a noise of many 

waters: and the earth shined with his glory. And it was according to the appearance of the vision 

which I saw, even according to the vision that I saw when I came to destroy the ci ty: and the visions 

were like the vision that I saw by the river Chebar; and I fell upon my face. And the glory of the LORD 

came into the house by the way of the gate whose prospect is toward the east. So the spirit took me 

up, and brought me into the inner court; and, behold, the glory of the LORD filled the house. And I 

heard him speaking unto me out of the house; and the man stood by me. And he said unto me, Son 

of man, the place of my throne, and the place of the soles of my feet, where I will dwell in the midst 

of the children of Israel for ever, and my holy name, shall the house of Israel no more defile, neither 

they, nor their kings, by their whoredom, nor by the carcases of their kings in their high places. In 

their setting of their threshold by my thresholds, and their post by my posts, and the wall between 

me and them, they have even defiled my holy name by their abominations that they have 

committed: wherefore I have consumed them in mine anger. Now let them put away their 

whoredom, and the carcases of their kings, far from me, and I will dwell in the midst of them for 

ever. Thou son of man, shew the house to the house of Israel, that they may be ashamed of their 

iniquities: and let them measure the pattern. And if they be ashamed of all that they have done, 

shew them the form of the house, and the fashion thereof, and the goings out thereof, and the 
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comings in thereof, and all the forms thereof, and all the ordinances thereof, and all the forms 

thereof, and all the laws thereof: and write it in their sight, that they may keep the whole form 

thereof, and all the ordinances thereof, and do them." 

 

About which conversation of Temple's Consecration and Sanctification it was preached saying "This 

is the law of the house; Upon the top of the mountain the whole limit thereof round about shall be 

most holy. Behold, this is the law of the house. And these are the measures of the altar after the 

cubits: The cubit is a cubit and an hand breadth; even the bottom shall be a cubit, and the breadth a 

cubit, and the border thereof by the edge thereof round about shall be a span: and this shall be the 

higher place of the altar. And from the bottom upon the ground even to the lower settle shall be two 

cubits, and the breadth one cubit; and from the lesser settle even to the greater settle shall be four 

cubits, and the breadth one cubit. So the altar shall be four cubits; and from the altar and upward 

shall be four horns. And the altar shall be twelve cubits long, twelve broad, square in the four 

squares thereof. And the settle shall be fourteen cubits long and fourteen broad in the four squares 

thereof; and the border about it shall be half a cubit; and the bottom thereof shall be a cubit about; 

and his stairs shall look toward the east. And he said unto me, Son of man, thus saith the Lord GOD; 

These are the ordinances of the altar in the day when they shall make it, to offer burnt offerings 

thereon, and to sprinkle blood thereon. And thou shalt give to the priests the Levites that be of the 

seed of Zadok, which approach unto me, to minister unto me, saith the Lord GOD, a young bullock 

for a sin offering. And thou shalt take of the blood thereof, and put it on the four horns of it, and on 

the four corners of the settle, and upon the border round about: thus shalt thou cleanse and purge 

it. Thou shalt take the bullock also of the sin offering, and he shall burn it in the appointed place of 

the house, without the sanctuary. And on the second day thou shalt offer a kid of the goats without 

blemish for a sin offering; and they shall cleanse the altar, as they did cleanse it with the bullock. 

When thou hast made an end of cleansing it, thou shalt offer a young bullock without blemish, and a 

ram out of the flock without blemish. And thou shalt offer them before the LORD, and the priests 

shall cast salt upon them, and they shall offer them up for a burnt offering unto the LORD. Seven 

days shalt thou prepare every day a goat for a sin offering: they shall also prepare a young bullock, 

and a ram out of the flock, without blemish. Seven days shall they purge the altar and purify it; and 

they shall consecrate themselves. And when these days are expired, it shall be, that upon the eighth 

day, and so forward, the priests shall make your burnt offerings upon the altar, and your peace 

offerings; and I will accept you, saith the Lord GOD." 

 

It too stands that about The Order of This House it was declared "Then he brought me back the way 

of the gate of the outward sanctuary which looketh toward the east; and it was shut. Then said the 

LORD unto me; This gate shall be shut, it shall not be opened, and no man shall enter in by it; 

because the LORD, the God of Israel, hath entered in by it, therefore it shall be shut. It is for the 

prince; the prince, he shall sit in it to eat bread before the LORD; he shall enter by the way of the 

porch of that gate, and shall go out by the way of the same. Then brought he me the way of the 

north gate before the house: and I looked, and, behold, the glory of the LORD filled the house of the 

LORD: and I fell upon my face. And the LORD said unto me, Son of man, mark well, and behold with 

thine eyes, and hear with thine ears all that I say unto thee concerning all the ordinances of the 

house of the LORD, and all the laws thereof; and mark well the entering in of the house, with every 

going forth of the sanctuary. And thou shalt say to the rebellious, even to the house of Israel, Thus 

saith the Lord GOD; O ye house of Israel, let it suffice you of all your abominations, In that ye have 

brought into my sanctuary strangers, uncircumcised in heart, and uncircumcised in flesh, to be in my 
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sanctuary, to pollute it, even my house, when ye offer my bread, the fat and the blood, and they 

have broken my covenant because of all your abominations. And ye have not kept the charge of 

mine holy things: but ye have set keepers of my charge in my sanctuary for yourselves. Thus saith 

the Lord GOD; No stranger, uncircumcised in heart, nor uncircumcised in flesh, shall enter into my 

sanctuary, of any stranger that is among the children of Israel. And the Levites that are gone away 

far from me, when Israel went astray, which went astray away from me after their idols; they shall 

even bear their iniquity. Yet they shall be ministers in my sanctuary, having charge at the gates of 

the house, and ministering to the house: they shall slay the burnt offering and the sacrifice for the 

people, and they shall stand before them to minister unto them." 

 

Moreover about The Levitical Ministry and Service of This House it was declared "Because they 

ministered unto them before their idols, and caused the house of Israel to fall into iniquity; therefore 

have I lifted up mine hand against them, saith the Lord GOD, and they shall bear their iniquity. And 

they shall not come near unto me, to do the office of a priest unto me, nor to come near to any of 

my holy things, in the most holy place: but they shall bear their shame, and their abominations 

which they have committed. But I will make them keepers of the charge of the house, for all the 

service thereof, and for all that shall be done therein. But the priests the Levites, the sons of Zadok, 

that kept the charge of my sanctuary when the children of Israel went astray from me, they shall 

come near to me to minister unto me, and they shall stand before me to offer unto me the fat and 

the blood, saith the Lord GOD: They shall enter into my sanctuary, and they shall come near to my 

table, to minister unto me, and they shall keep my charge. And it shall come to pass, that when they 

enter in at the gates of the inner court, they shall be clothed with linen garments; and no wool shall 

come upon them, whiles they minister in the gates of the inner court, and within. They shall have 

linen bonnets upon their heads, and shall have linen breeches upon their loins; they shall not  gird 

themselves with any thing that causeth sweat." 

 

Moreover about The Levitical Ministry and Service of This House it was declared "And when they go 

forth into the utter court, even into the utter court to the people, they shall put off their garments 

wherein they ministered, and lay them in the holy chambers, and they shall put on other garments; 

and they shall not sanctify the people with their garments. Neither shall they shave their heads, nor 

suffer their locks to grow long; they shall only poll their heads. Neither shall any priest drink wine, 

when they enter into the inner court. Neither shall they take for their wives a widow, nor her that is 

put away: but they shall take maidens of the seed of the house of Israel, or a widow that had a priest 

before. And they shall teach my people the difference between the holy and profane, and cause 

them to discern between the unclean and the clean. And in controversy they shall stand in 

judgment; and they shall judge it according to my judgments: and they shal l keep my laws and my 

statutes in all mine assemblies; and they shall hallow my sabbaths. And they shall come at no dead 

person to defile themselves: but for father, or for mother, or for son, or for daughter, for brother, or 

for sister that hath had no husband, they may defile themselves. And after he is cleansed, they shall 

reckon unto him seven days. And in the day that he goeth into the sanctuary, unto the inner court, 

to minister in the sanctuary, he shall offer his sin offering, saith the Lord GOD. And it shall be unto 

them for an inheritance: I am their inheritance: and ye shall give them no possession in Israel: I am 

their possession. They shall eat the meat offering, and the sin offering, and the trespass offering: and 

every dedicated thing in Israel shall be theirs. And the first of all the firstfruits of all things, and every 

oblation of all, of every sort of your oblations, shall be the priest's: ye shall also give unto the priest 
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the first of your dough, that he may cause the blessing to rest in thine house.bThe priests shall not 

eat of any thing that is dead of itself, or torn, whether it be fowl or beast." 

 

About The Law, Precepts, Statutes, and Divine Ordinances of The House it was preached saying 

"Moreover, when ye shall divide by lot the land for inheritance, ye shall offer an oblation unto the 

LORD, an holy portion of the land: the length shall be the length of five and twenty thousand reeds, 

and the breadth shall be ten thousand. This shall be holy in all the borders thereof round about. Of 

this there shall be for the sanctuary five hundred in length, with five hundred in breadth, square 

round about; and fifty cubits round about for the suburbs thereof. And of this measure shalt thou 

measure the length of five and twenty thousand, and the breadth of ten thousand: and in it shall be 

the sanctuary and the most holy place. The holy portion of the land shall be for the priests the 

ministers of the sanctuary, which shall come near to minister unto the LORD: and it shall be a place 

for their houses, and an holy place for the sanctuary. And the five and twenty thousand of length, 

and the ten thousand of breadth, shall also the Levites, the ministers of the house, have for 

themselves, for a possession for twenty chambers. And ye shall appoint the posse ssion of the city 

five thousand broad, and five and twenty thousand long, over against the oblation of the holy 

portion: it shall be for the whole house of Israel. And a portion shall be for the prince on the one side 

and on the other side of the oblation of the holy portion, and of the possession of the city, before 

the oblation of the holy portion, and before the possession of the city, from the west side westward, 

and from the east side eastward: and the length shall be over against one of the portions, from the 

west border unto the east border. In the land shall be his possession in Israel: and my princes shall 

no more oppress my people; and the rest of the land shall they give to the house of Israel according 

to their tribes. Thus saith the Lord GOD; Let it suffice you, O princes of Israel: remove violence and 

spoil, and execute judgment and justice, take away your exactions from my people, saith the Lord 

GOD. Ye shall have just balances, and a just ephah, and a just bath. The ephah and the bath shall be  

of one measure, that the bath may contain the tenth part of an homer, and the ephah the tenth part 

of an homer: the measure thereof shall be after the homer. And the shekel shall be twenty gerahs: 

twenty shekels, five and twenty shekels, fifteen shekels, shall be your maneh." 

 

Moreover about The Law, Precepts, Statutes, and Divine Ordinances of The House it was preached 

saying "This is the oblation that ye shall offer; the sixth part of an ephah of an homer of wheat, and 

ye shall give the sixth part of an ephah of an homer of barley: Concerning the ordinance of oil, the 

bath of oil, ye shall offer the tenth part of a bath out of the cor, which is an homer of ten baths; for 

ten baths are an homer: And one lamb out of the flock, out of two hundred, out of the  fat pastures 

of Israel; for a meat offering, and for a burnt offering, and for peace offerings, to make reconciliation 

for them, saith the Lord GOD. All the people of the land shall give this oblation for the prince in 

Israel. And it shall be the prince's part to give burnt offerings, and meat offerings, and drink 

offerings, in the feasts, and in the new moons, and in the sabbaths, in all solemnities of the house of 

Israel: he shall prepare the sin offering, and the meat offering, and the burnt offering, and the peace 

offerings, to make reconciliation for the house of Israel. Thus saith the Lord GOD; In the first month, 

in the first day of the month, thou shalt take a young bullock without blemish, and cleanse the 

sanctuary: And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin offering, and put it upon the posts of the 

house, and upon the four corners of the settle of the altar, and upon the posts of the gate of the 

inner court. And so thou shalt do the seventh day of the month for every one that erreth, and fo r 

him that is simple: so shall ye reconcile the house. In the first month, in the fourteenth day of the 

month, ye shall have the Passover, a feast of seven days; unleavened bread shall be eaten. And upon 
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that day shall the prince prepare for himself and for all the people of the land a bullock for a sin 

offering. And seven days of the feast he shall prepare a burnt offering to the LORD, seven bullocks 

and seven rams without blemish daily the seven days; and a kid of the goats daily for a sin offering. 

And he shall prepare a meat offering of an ephah for a bullock, and an ephah for a ram, and an hin of 

oil for an ephah. In the seventh month, in the fifteenth day of the month, shall he do the like in the 

feast of the seven days, according to the sin offering, according to the burnt offering, and according 

to the meat offering, and according to the oil." 

 

It too was about The Law, Precepts, Statutes, and Divine Ordinances of The House preached saying 

"Thus saith the Lord GOD; The gate of the inner court that looketh toward the east shall be shut the 

six working days; but on the sabbath it shall be opened, and in the day of the new moon it shall be 

opened. And the prince shall enter by the way of the porch of that gate without, and shall stand by 

the post of the gate, and the priests shall prepare his burnt offering and his peace offerings, and he 

shall worship at the threshold of the gate: then he shall go forth; but the gate shall not be shut until 

the evening. Likewise the people of the land shall worship at the  door of this gate before the LORD in 

the sabbaths and in the new moons. And the burnt offering that the prince shall offer unto the LORD 

in the sabbath day shall be six lambs without blemish, and a ram without blemish. And the meat 

offering shall be an ephah for a ram, and the meat offering for the lambs as he shall be able to give, 

and an hin of oil to an ephah. And in the day of the new moon it shall be a young bullock without 

blemish, and six lambs, and a ram: they shall be without blemish. And he shall  prepare a meat 

offering, an ephah for a bullock, and an ephah for a ram, and for the lambs according as his hand 

shall attain unto, and an hin of oil to an ephah. And when the prince shall enter, he shall go in by the 

way of the porch of that gate, and he shall go forth by the way thereof. But when the people of the 

land shall come before the LORD in the solemn feasts, he that entereth in by the way of the north 

gate to worship shall go out by the way of the south gate; and he that entereth by the way of the 

south gate shall go forth by the way of the north gate: he shall not return by the way of the gate 

whereby he came in, but shall go forth over against it." 

 

Moreover about The Law, Precepts, Statutes, and Divine Ordinances of The House it was preached 

saying "And the prince in the midst of them, when they go in, shall go in; and when they go forth, 

shall go forth. And in the feasts and in the solemnities the meat offering shall be an ephah to a 

bullock, and an ephah to a ram, and to the lambs as he is able to give, and an hin of oil to an ephah. 

Now when the prince shall prepare a voluntary burnt offering or peace offerings voluntarily unto the 

LORD, one shall then open him the gate that looketh toward the east, and he shall prepare his burnt 

offering and his peace offerings, as he did on the sabbath day: then he shall go forth; and after his 

going forth one shall shut the gate. Thou shalt daily prepare a burnt offering unto the LORD of a 

lamb of the first year without blemish: thou shalt prepare it every morning. And thou shalt prepare a 

meat offering for it every morning, the sixth part of an ephah, and the third part of an hin of oil, to 

temper with the fine flour; a meat offering continually by a perpetual ordinance unto the LORD. Thus 

shall they prepare the lamb, and the meat offering, and the oil, every morning for a continual burnt 

offering. Thus saith the Lord GOD; If the prince give a gift unto any of his sons, the inheritance 

thereof shall be his sons'; it shall be their possession by inheritance. But if he give a gift of his 

inheritance to one of his servants, then it shall be his to the year of liberty; after it shall return to the 

prince: but his inheritance shall be his sons' for them. 
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About The Order of The House it was too preached saying "Moreover the prince shall not take of the 

people's inheritance by oppression, to thrust them out of their possession; but he shall give his sons 

inheritance out of his own possession: that my people be not scattered every man from his 

possession. After he brought me through the entry, which was at the side of the gate, into the holy 

chambers of the priests, which looked toward the north: and, behold, there was a place on the two 

sides westward. Then said he unto me, This is the place where the priests shall boil the trespass 

offering and the sin offering, where they shall bake the meat offering; that they bear them not out 

into the utter court, to sanctify the people. Then he brought me forth into the utter court, and 

caused me to pass by the four corners of the court; and, behold, in every corner of the court there 

was a court. In the four corners of the court there were courts joined of forty cubits long and thirty 

broad: these four corners were of one measure. And there was a row of building round about in 

them, round about them four, and it was made with boiling places under the rows round about. 

Then said he unto me, These are the places of them that boil, where the ministers of the house shall 

boil the sacrifice of the people." THUS THE RESTORATION OF THE DAILY SACRIFICE AND ORDER OF 

WORSHIP COMMANDED OF MOSES UNTO THE ENDTIME WITNESS. 

 

It too stands that at this time shall be effected to The Endtime Israeli Nation The Full Restoration of 

Glory and The Inheritance and Populous Increase of The Tribes of Israel, each to his portion defined 

saying "Now these are the names of the tribes. From the north end to the coast of the way of 

Hethlon, as one goeth to Hamath, Hazarenan, the border of Damascus northward, to the coast of 

Hamath; for these are his sides east and west; a portion for Dan. And by the border of Dan, from the 

east side unto the west side, a portion for Asher. And by the border of Asher, from the east side 

even unto the west side, a portion for Naphtali. And by the border of Naphtali, from the east side 

unto the west side, a portion for Manasseh. And by the border of Manasseh, from the east side unto 

the west side, a portion for Ephraim. And by the border of Ephraim, from the east side even unto the 

west side, a portion for Reuben. And by the border of Reuben, from the east side unto the west side, 

a portion for Judah. And by the border of Judah, from the east side unto the west side, shall be the 

offering which ye shall offer of five and twenty thousand reeds in breadth, and in length as one of 

the other parts, from the east side unto the west side: and the sanctuary shall be in the midst of it. 

The oblation that ye shall offer unto the LORD shall be of five and twenty thousand in length, and of 

ten thousand in breadth. And for them, even for the priests, shall be this holy oblation; toward the 

north five and twenty thousand in length, and toward the west ten thousand in breadth, and toward 

the east ten thousand in breadth, and toward the south five and twenty thousand in length: and the 

sanctuary of the LORD shall be in the midst thereof." 

 

About which conversation of The Endtime Israeli National Restoration and Divine Israeli Tribal 

Reinstitution it was preached saying "It shall be for the priests that are sanctified of the sons of 

Zadok; which have kept my charge, which went not astray when the children of Israel went astray, as 

the Levites went astray. And this oblation of the land that is offered shall be unto them a thing most 

holy by the border of the Levites. And over against the border of the priests the Levites shall have 

five and twenty thousand in length, and ten thousand in breadth: all the length shall be five and 

twenty thousand, and the breadth ten thousand. And they shall not sell of it, neither exchange, nor 

alienate the firstfruits of the land: for it is holy unto the LORD. And the five thousand, that are left in 

the breadth over against the five and twenty thousand, shall be a profane place for the city, for 

dwelling, and for suburbs: and the city shall be in the midst thereof. And these shall be the measures 

thereof; the north side four thousand and five hundred, and the south side four thousand and five 
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hundred, and on the east side four thousand and five hundred, and the west side four thousand and 

five hundred. And the suburbs of the city shall be toward the north two hundred and fifty, and 

toward the south two hundred and fifty, and toward the east two hundred and fifty, and toward the 

west two hundred and fifty. And the residue in length over against the oblation of the holy portion  

shall be ten thousand eastward, and ten thousand westward: and it shall be over against the 

oblation of the holy portion; and the increase thereof shall be for food unto them that serve the city. 

And they that serve the city shall serve it out of all the tribes of Israel. All the oblation shall be five 

and twenty thousand by five and twenty thousand: ye shall offer the holy oblation foursquare, with 

the possession of the city. And the residue shall be for the prince, on the one side and on the other 

of the holy oblation, and of the possession of the city, over against the five and twenty thousand of 

the oblation toward the east border, and westward over against the five and twenty thousand 

toward the west border, over against the portions for the prince: and it shall be the holy oblation; 

and the sanctuary of the house shall be in the midst thereof." 

 

Furthermore in and about the conversation of The Endtime Israeli National Restoration and Divine 

Israeli Tribal Reinstitution it was preached saying "Moreover from the possession of the Levites, and 

from the possession of the city, being in the midst of that which is the prince's, between the border 

of Judah and the border of Benjamin, shall be for the prince. As for the rest of the tribes, from the 

east side unto the west side, Benjamin shall have a portion. And by the border of Benjamin, from the 

east side unto the west side, Simeon shall have a portion. And by the border of Simeon, from the 

east side unto the west side, Issachar a portion. And by the border of  Issachar, from the east side 

unto the west side, Zebulun a portion. And by the border of Zebulun, from the east side unto the 

west side, Gad a portion. And by the border of Gad, at the south side southward, the border shall be 

even from Tamar unto the waters of strife in Kadesh, and to the river toward the great sea. This is 

the land which ye shall divide by lot unto the tribes of Israel for inheritance, and these are their 

portions, saith the Lord GOD. And these are the goings out of the city on the north side, four 

thousand and five hundred measures. And the gates of the city shall be after the names of the tribes 

of Israel: three gates northward; one gate of Reuben, one gate of Judah, one gate of Levi. And at the 

east side four thousand and five hundred: and three gates; and one gate of Joseph, one gate of 

Benjamin, one gate of Dan. And at the south side four thousand and five hundred measures: and 

three gates; one gate of Simeon, one gate of Issachar, one gate of Zebulun. At the west side four 

thousand and five hundred, with their three gates; one gate of Gad, one gate of Asher, one gate of 

Naphtali. It was round about eighteen thousand measures: and the name of the city from that day 

shall be, The LORD is there." 

 

It stands a Great Precursor and Key Predecessory event leading unto The Day of First Pentecost, that 

there shall be a strong seeking and hunger for the Face of YAHWEH HAYAH during the time of the 

great Ecclesiastical and Evangelical Persecution unto the collapse of denominationalization and unto 

Divine Ecclesiastical Messianic Unity in The Holy Ghost. Moreover, unto the fulfilment of The Vision 

of The HaMashiachis of YEHOVAH SABAOTH, and unto the manifestation of the Prophecy of The 

Messiah of YAHWEH ELSHADDAI shall to the Israeli Nation (independent of the Dominion and 

Posterity holds of the Four Winds of Heaven) be granted the conversation of scientific breakthrough 

unto the Mastery of Fusion Energy as a Technological Process of Energy strong to substitute and be 

more effective and far more efficient as an energy source in comparison to oil, petrochemicals and 

nuclear energy: which information shall be leaked to many key dominant intelligence agencies, 

(where at this time the Temple in Jerusalem shall be rebuilt and the  Daily Sacrificial Oblation of the 
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Service and Ministry of The Levitical priesthood be restored unto the Divine Atonement; Babylon too 

being rebuilt unto its championing of Global Governance and Economic Currency and Military Force, 

being the Capital of The United Nations/Global League of Nations). It then stands that an alliance 

and Coalition shall be formed by many nations of the EIC, under Russian leadership and directive, 

where some nations too of the SIC shall stand part of this coalition and alliance (such as Ethiopia and 

Libya); thus the formation of an host that shall stand secretly empowered by the NIC and WIC to 

ensure, secure and consolidate the economic order of Western and Northern Power, and to 

determine the apportioning of the new breakthrough of this expression of energy strong to totally 

shatter and revolutionize Global economics, even as economics fundamentally exists founded on oil 

and petrochemicals as prime in energy source and thus the determining foundational factor of 

Global economic order, which when threatened stands to shatter every the current structure of 

known economical paradigms: thus the consolidation unto the agreement of the distribution and 

deliberated order of portion of authority of the Fusion Technology among the nat ions, and thus the 

marching of the greatest Host in History. 

 

Thus this, the greatest invasive Host in History, shall march unto the invasion of Israel. Thus this 

great invasive host shall then arrive at the border mountains of Israel, and when they are there 

situated, there shall then be manifest the greatest earthquake in human History, where all the earth 

shall be shaken, and part of the earth there from underneath their feet shall be opened un to 

swallowing a great amount of them alive into the very pits of hell, even as was exemplified in the day 

of Moses, about the houses of Korah, Dathan and Abiram. It then further stands that there shall be 

manifest great confusion in the host and they shall turn upon each other and fight and kill each 

other; moreover by the Hand of God Almighty shall part of the Host be smitten with pestilence, and 

there shall too upon the host rain from Heaven blood, fire and Brimstone (which even shall be seen 

throughout all the earth, being streamed live, which event stands eternally purposed to the Latter 

generation to stand the proof of YAHWEH HAYAH ELELOHEISRAEL, even Him YEHOVAH ELOHIM), 

where it too stands that wild animals and fiery fowl shall attack the host like a virus- all this occurring 

until only a sixth part of this the greatest invasive host in human History remains alive, five sixths of 

the host being by the Hand of YEHOVAH SABAOTH rendered dead. It then stands that the non-

explosive weaponry and armory and Arsenal of the host shall be used as firewood, and they shall 

bury these dead slain for a period of seven years, which dead shall  be buried in the valley of 

Hamongog, as by the Israeli Directive of the City of Hamonah. Immediately shall be manifest the Day 

of First Pentecost. 

 

Now, as was preached saying "Blow the trumpet in Zion, sanctify a fast, call a solemn assembly: 

Gather the people, sanctify the congregation, assemble the elders, gather the children, and those 

that suck the breasts: let the bridegroom go forth of his chamber, and the bride out of her closet. Let 

the priests, the ministers of the LORD, weep between the porch and the altar, and let them say, 

Spare thy people, O LORD, and give not thine heritage to reproach, that the heathen should rule 

over them: wherefore should they say among the people, Where is their God? Then will the LORD be 

jealous for his land, and pity his people. Yea, the LORD will answer and say unto his people, Behold, I 

will send you corn, and wine, and oil, and ye shall be satisfied therewith: and I will no more make 

you a reproach among the heathen: But I will remove far off from you the northern army, and will 

drive him into a land barren and desolate, with his face toward the east sea, and his hinder part 

toward the utmost sea, and his stink shall come up, and his ill savour shall come up, because he hath 

done great things. Fear not, O land; be glad and rejoice: for the LORD will do great things. Be not 
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afraid, ye beasts of the field: for the pastures of the wilderness do spring, for the tree beareth her 

fruit, the fig tree and the vine do yield their strength. Be glad then, ye children of Zion, and rejoice in 

the LORD your God: for he hath given you the former rain moderately, and he will cause to come 

down for you the rain, the former rain, and the latter rain in the first month. And the floors shall be 

full of wheat, and the vats shall overflow with wine and oil. And I will restore to you the years that 

the locust hath eaten, the cankerworm, and the caterpiller, and the palmerworm, my great army 

which I sent among you. And ye shall eat in plenty, and be satisfied, and praise the name of the 

LORD your God, that hath dealt wondrously with you: and my people shall never be ashamed. And 

ye shall know that I am in the midst of Israel, and that I am the LORD your God, and none else: and 

my people shall never be ashamed. And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit 

upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, 

your young men shall see visions: And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in tho se days 

will I pour out my spirit. And I will shew wonders in the heavens and in the earth, blood, and fire, 

and pillars of smoke. The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the 

great and the terrible day of the LORD come. And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on 

the name of the LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as 

the LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom the LORD shall call:” it thus afterwards then stands 

that in this the Day of First Pentecost shall be manifest the divine outpouring of The Holy Ghost upon 

all flesh, even where Him YAHWEH HAYAH the ETERNAL FATHER shall literally pour out His Spirit 

upon every person living on the face of the earth, and each person shall have a unique divine 

personal experience of the Holy Ghost (which Spirit is not an abstract universal force, or a celestial 

element of water or wind or fire, but is a Living Divine Being, The Third Person of The Godhead in 

Whom resides The Name of HIM YAHWEH HAYAH); where this OUTPOUR of the Spirit shall not 

respect ethnicity nor nationality, nor race, nor language, nor genealogy and ancestral heritage, nor 

geographic location, nor socio-communal status of wealth, nor education, but every living person 

shall have a divine experience of The Holy Spirit (where it stands critical to note that The Spirit shall 

be poured of The Father upon all men but not into all men, where He shall at that time be poured 

into only the believers having received Yehoshua HaMashiach D'Nzareth as Personal Lord and 

Saviour, but all other men shall experience The Spirit as through and by Divine Induction, like unto 

that preached through the king Saul, where he sought to slay David and Samuel who were in Ramah, 

but because of The Spirit of God, though Saul was now a demoniac, he tore his clothes and 

uncontrollably prophesied naked: thus it shall be like unto magnetic induction, where a metal rod 

can be made a temporary magnet by great exposure to a magnetic field, but when isolated the rod 

then loses its magnetic effect and again becomes a non-magnetic rod, thus shall be divine induction 

unto the Pentecostal experience). So shall this event and reality be too effected in Israel, even 

among all The Physical Israeli Nationals. 

 

It stands that the Second Coming of HaMashiach shall be the Moment unto the Institution of The 

Divine Ingathering Progression, even the institution of the Progression of The First Resurrection, 

where the Archangel of GOD Almighty will sound the Trump, and imme diately to all saints shall it 

seem as If the Earth and all sinners (Non-Believers) have been frozen, are standing perfectly still 

without motion), even as this event shall occur at the speed of light, which is the frequency of the 

Heavenly Kingdom: it then stands that the graves of all the saints dead shall be opened and these 

the saints and pilgrims that died shall walk out of their graves and arise unto standing with all living 

saints, being resurrected by the Voice of HaMashiach- and they shall all see HaMashiach sitting on a 

Heavenly Cloud (but at this time His feet shall not touch the ground): then shall all the living and 

these resurrected saints emerge and arise into the air until they stand in the Clouds of Heaven, 
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where their bodies shall then be instantly translated and transformed unto bodies fashioned of The 

Very Same Celestial Spiritual Glory born of YEHOSHUA HAMASHIACH D'NZARETH (which event shall 

occur throughout all the earth as at One single Moment of Great Heavenly Joy and Jubilant Praise ad 

Rejoicing by the saints in the honour of HaMashiach- the date of which event stands known only of 

The Eternal Father). Immediately after this event shall be instituted the Seven Year Great Tribulation, 

to the which all remaining sinners shall stand subject: thus at this time shall be Ingathered and 

Harvested All Physical Jews having Called upon The Name of Yeshua HaMashiach D’Nzareth as unto 

The Salvation of His Name before His Second Coming to Rapture His Church, even all His redeemed.  

 

It stands that at The Midpoint of The Great Tribulation, even on Day 1260 of The Great Tribulation 

shall the Antichrist (The Beast and Abomination that Maketh Desolate) arise and invade Israel and in 

the rebuilt Temple shall he take away every the conversation of the morning and evening Oblation, 

even every the conversation of the daily sacrifice and shall take away every the conversation of the 

revived Levitical Priesthood: and in the Reconstructed Temple shall he plant his Administration, that 

it stand the Headquarters of His Global Dominion; where too in the Temple shall be planted the 

living Statue that is the Image of the beast- the beast obtaining great favour and authority before 

the Jewry by flattery, save those the Israeli saints of that time that shall stand strong unto the open 

demonstration of divine supernatural power in the preaching of The Word of God Almighty, and in 

the Publishing of The Testimony of YEHOSHUA HAMASHIACH D'NZARETH. It too stands that at this 

time shall there emerge the Teachers of The Vision that shall be fluent and strong in this 

conversation, and shall stand to instruct and teach many- however the beast shall diligently labour 

unto their death and martyrdom as by sword and flame and firing squad, as well as by spoiling and 

ransacking of their camps and by captivity unto their witness of standing the purged and whitened, 

till their full number at the vision's conclusion. Moreover it too stands that at this time that the beast 

shall do as he wills and deems fit, where he shall by utterance exalt himself above all other gods, 

even unto blaspheming and speaking against The God of Heaven YEHOVAH SABAOTH and 

YEHOSHUA HAMASHIACH D'NZARETH until the fullness of the indignation. Nor shall he honour God 

Almighty like unto what was the practice of his predecessors, but he shall honour Satan as his god, 

where in secret strongholds he shall worship and glorify Satan with gold and treasures and precious 

stones and glorious things and demonic order of sacrifice and worship defined to him of Satan unto 

the beast's perpetual empowerment, where he shall openly acknowledge Satan as his god, even 

openly as unto glory, power, rulership and worship over all nations under the directive of demonic 

principalities and powers. 

 

It too stands that during this first 1260 day period, there shall emerge the two prophets of God 

Almighty that stand Before God and HaMashiach, even the two Olive Trees and Candlesticks of 

YAHWEH HAYAH, which were revealed to the Prophet Zechariah in The Vision of HaMashiach saying 

"And the angel that talked with me came again, and waked me, as a man that is wakened out of his 

sleep, And said unto me, What seest thou? And I said, I have looked, and behold a candlestick all of 

gold, with a bowl upon the top of it, and his seven lamps thereon, and seven pipes to the seven 

lamps, which are upon the top thereof: And two olive trees by it, one upon the right side of the 

bowl, and the other upon the left side thereof. So I answered and spake to the angel that talked with 

me, saying, What are these, my lord? Then the angel that talked with me answered and said unto 

me, Knowest thou not what these be? And I said, No, my lord. Then he answered and spake unto 

me, saying, This is the word of the LORD unto Zerubbabel, saying, Not by might, nor by power, but 

by my spirit, saith the LORD of hosts. Who art thou, O great mountain? before Zerubbabel thou shalt 
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become a plain: and he shall bring forth the headstone thereof with shoutings, crying, Grace, grace 

unto it. Moreover the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, The hands of Zerubbabel have laid 

the foundation of this house; his hands shall also finish it; and thou shalt know that the LORD of 

hosts hath sent me unto you. For who hath despised the day of small things? for they shall rejoice, 

and shall see the plummet in the hand of Zerubbabel with those seven; they are the eyes of the 

LORD, which run to and fro through the whole earth. Then answered I, and said unto him, What are 

these two olive trees upon the right side of the candlestick and upon the left side the reof? And I 

answered again, and said unto him, What be these two olive branches which through the two golden 

pipes empty the golden oil out of themselves? And he answered me and said, Knowest thou not 

what these be? And I said, No, my lord. Then said he, These are the two anointed ones, that stand by 

the LORD of the whole earth." 

 

These two shall prophecy throughout all the Nations of the Earth and shall stop rain during this the 

tenure of their ministry, even during all these 1260 after The Second Coming of HaMashiach: they 

shall prophesy being clothed with sackcloth, and shall have divine authority and power (as By Mosaic 

and Elijah order) unto the manifestation of any the plague that they desire during this the Tenure of 

their Prophetic Ministry. It too stands that they shall kill any man armed to their death, even them 

killing by the Fire of the Wrath God Almighty which proceeds out of their mouth. Too during this 

period shall be the Ministry of the 144000 Jewish Apostles (these being sealed unto divine i mmunity 

from every the plague and hazard of the 1290 days): these Apostles being The Firstfruits The 

Emergent of the twelve Tribes of Israel respectively 12000 from each, that is from Judah, Joseph, 

Mannasseh, Ephram, Benjamin, Zebulon, Napthali, Isaachar, Rueben, Levi, Simeon and Gad: these 

being granted the conversation of Apostolic and Prophetic and Evangelical ministry throughout all 

nations unto the preaching of The Word of GOD Almighty and unto the publishing of the Testimony 

of YEHOSHUA HAMASHIACH D'NZARETH in the open demonstration of the divine supernatural 

miracle working power of His Name, even in all the Gifts of The Spirit of YEHOSHUA; even the 

conversation of Divine Revelatory utterance of The Spirit founded upon the Holy Scriptures with the 

hold and power unto the establishment and full exploitative empowerment of The Tribulation 

Church of YEHOSHUA HAMASHIACH D'NZARETH throughout all Nations. These are those Holy Virgins 

that follow HaMashiachis withersoever He goes, being those Holy Firstfruits Sacred, Holy and 

Redeemed unto God and HaMashiach throughout all the Nations and generations of Man, that they 

stand most Holy and Precious unto God Almighty, in their mouths is found not the conversation nor 

the form of guile. 

 

This Day being too the second event of The Ingathering progression: It too stands that exactly on day 

1260, this Tribulation Mid-point day, after having prophesied for 1260 days throughout the earth, 

these two shall be found at Jerusalem and conclude their prophetic ministry by prophesying at the 

wailing wall, where the beast, having declared war against them, shall kill them by way of firing 

squad (which they shall not resist unlike past conversations), and their dead bodies shall lie in the 

streets of Jerusalem for 3.5 Days untouched- where immediately after their death it shall rain 

throughout the earth. Moreover all nations shall have great festivity of giving each other gift in 

celebration of the death of these two, even as they stood strong unto the troubling of all the earth 

and all nations by the greatness of their plagues. But after 3,5 Days shall they be resurrected from 

the dead by the divine supernatural power of God Almighty, even by the Breath and Spirit of life: 

then shall they arise to stand to their feet (this event being seen of all nations through live streaming 

channels); and above them shall Heaven be opened and the Voice of God Almighty shall be heard 
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instructing them to come up into Heaven, and they shall ascend into the clouds of Heaven, unto the 

fear of all nations. Then shall there be manifest a great earthquake that shall destroy a tenth part of 

Jerusalem (buildings and infrastructure), and kill 7000 men, where the remaining shall glorify the 

God of Heaven.  

 

During day 1260, on that same day shall be manifest the conversation of Him The LAMB of God 

Almighty being seen standing with the 144000 upon Mount Zion, where  these (having been 

translated unto bodies of Celestial Glory) shall be seen before all nations with glorified bodies and 

with The Name of YEHOVAH HAYAH written on their foreheads, even the 144000 Jewish 'Apostle, 

Prophets and Evangelists,' each with his respective Crown. Then shall the Voice of The Eternal Father 

be again Heard from Heaven, and then shall be heard the sound and music of the Harping by 

Celestial Harper's, where the 144000 shall sing before The Throne of YEHOVAH SABBAOTH, and 

Before The LAMB, and before The Four Cherubs of The Throne of God Almighty, ad before the 24 

Elders, and before all the Angels and saints of Heaven, and before all the. Earth and before all 

Creation: which song can be learned only of The 144000. Immediately afterward shall the Lamb 

declare His coming after 1290 days, where He shall come to take the Kingdom and establish 

dominion over all the earth, which the beast shall receive and pronounce to be declaration warfare. 

Then immediately afterward shall The Lamb and the great multitudes disappear into Heaven, even 

the Church of the Tribulation preached saying "After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which 

no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and people, and tongues, stood before the 

throne, and before the Lamb, clothed with white robes, and palms in their hands; And cried with a 

loud voice, saying, Salvation to our God which sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb. And all 

the angels stood round about the throne, and about the elders and the four beasts, and fell before 

the throne on their faces, and worshipped God, Saying, Amen: Blessing, and glory, and wisdom, and 

thanksgiving, and honour, and power, and might, be unto our God for ever and ever. Amen. And one 

of the elders answered, saying unto me, What are these which are arrayed in white robes? and 

whence came they? And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are they wh ich 

came out of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of 

the Lamb. Therefore are they before the throne of God, and serve him day and night in his temple: 

and he that sitteth on the throne shall dwell among them. They shall hunger no more, neither thirst 

any more; neither shall the sun light on them, nor any heat. For the Lamb which is in the midst of the 

throne shall feed them, and shall lead them unto living fountains of waters: and God shall wipe away 

all tears from their eyes;" and "And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: and them that 

had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, and over the number 

of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God. And they sing the song of Moses the 

servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying, Great and marvellous are thy works, Lord God 

Almighty; just and true are thy ways, thou King of saints. Who shall not fear thee, O Lord, and glorofy 

thy name? for thou only art holy: for all nations shall come and worship before thee; for thy 

judgments are made manifest." 

 

At this Time ad on this Day must all Jewish inhabitants of Israel flee to the mountains to avoid 

affliction as by The Hand of the Beast, even as shall be executed great afflictions and oppression 

upon all Native Jews that shall refuse to honour The Beast as The Messiah of Israel, and in the 

wilderness must they hide for 1290 Days until the Coming of HaMashiach to effect The War by 

Armageddon and so repossess The Kingdom of Israel, even as He spoke saying “"And Yeshua 

answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you. For many shall come in my 
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name, saying, I am HaMashiach; and shall deceive many. And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of 

wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet. For 

nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and 

pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places. All these are the beginning of sorrows. Then shall they 

deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name's 

sake. And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one another. 

And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many. And because iniquity shall abound, the 

love of many shall wax cold. But he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved. And this 

gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall 

the end come. When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the 

prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) Then let them which be in 

Judaea flee into the mountains: Let him which is on the housetop not come down to take any thing 

out of his house: Neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes. And woe unto 

them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days! But pray ye that your flight be not 

in the winter, neither on the sabbath day: For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since 

the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be. And except those days should be 

shortened, there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect's sake those days shall be shortened. 

Then of any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is HaMashiach, or there; believe it not. For there shall 

arise false HaMashiachs, and false prophets, and shall shew great signs and wonders; insomuch th at, 

of it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect. Behold, I have told you before. Wherefore of 

they shall say unto you, Behold, he is in the desert; go not forth: behold, he is in the secret 

chambers; believe it not. For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the 

west; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. For wheresoever the carcase is, there will the 

eagles be gathered together. Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be 

darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers 

of the heavens shall be shaken: And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and 

then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds 

of heaven with power and great glory. And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, 

and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other."  

 

Immediately afterward shall then be manifest the battle of Armageddon, even the 45 day warfare 

(exactly 1290 days after the beast shall take away The Levitical priesthood and daily sacrificial 

Oblation unto the setting up of his image and Administration in the Temple of Jerusalem), where 

HaMashiach shall descend out of Heaven with a very great army compromised of His saints unto the 

possession of the earth by warfare, where during which battle shall The Lamb excellently Triumph, 

even as was preached saying "And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat 

upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war. His eyes 

were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man 

knew, but he himself. And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The 

Word of God. And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine 

linen, white and clean. And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the 

nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness 

and wrath of Almighty God. And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF 

KINGS, and LORD OF LORDS. And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, 

saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the 

supper of the great God; That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh 

of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all men, both 
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free and bond, both small and great. And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their 

armies, gathered together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army. And 

the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which 

he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. 

These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone. And the remnant were slain 

with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the 

fowls were filled with their flesh;" and "And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince 

which standeth for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never 

was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time thy people shall be delivered, 

every one that shall be found written in the book. And many of them that sleep in the dust of the 

earth shall awake, some to everlasting life, and some to shame and everlasting contempt. And they 

that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and they that turn many to 

righteousness as the stars for ever and ever." After 45 days shall the battle be concluded, and the 

beast and his false prophet captured and taken and they shall be cast into the lake of fire, these first 

two alone, thus he is named the son of perdition. There shall then descend from Heaven a Great 

Mighty Angel that shall singlehandedly bind Satan the dragon (how weak he is) and shall cast him 

into the bottomless pit and seal him therein for a thousand years. Then shall be manifest the 

conclusion of The Ingathering progression and the conclusion of the First Resurrection, where all 

saints who died during the Tribulation shall be resurrected and translated unto Glory together with 

HaMashiach. Thus HaMashiach shall prevail and conquer all the earth with The Sword of His Mouth. 

 

It stands that immediately after Armageddon, Satan being bound for a thousand years, shall 

HaMashiach reign over the Earth for a thousand years together with His Resurrected saints, where 

He shall be King of Kings, and LORD OF LORDS, where each Saint and Son of GOD Almighty shall 

stand a King and Lord granted respective hold of Majesty and Lordship in respective rank of 

dominion over granted nation, where the faithful in the nations shall be translated to the City of 

HaMashiach, but Those unfaithful shall descend into hell: thus shall HaMashiach establish Eutopia 

greater than that had Adam not sinned, for A thousand years preached saying that "And I saw an 

angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand.  

And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a 

thousand years, And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that 

he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he 

must be loosed a little season. And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given 

unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Yeshua, and for the 

word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his 

mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with HaMashiach a 

thousand years. But the rest of the dead lived not again untol the thousand years we re finished. This 

is the first resurrection. Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the 

second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of HaMashiach, and shall reign 

with him a thousand years."
